UPDATE ON EAST COAST (HAWKES BAY REGION) ANIMAL HEALTH BOARD WINTER
2012 1080 AERIAL BAITING PROGRAMME: '

Further to the letter sent out to you all on the 19/08/2011 outlining the proposed 1080 aerial baiting
programme for the Hawkes Bay Region over the next three years, this letter is an update on the
planning for this winters programme and to also act as a prompt for you to contact the writer if
there is anything further you would like to discuss with any particular project.

Meetings with landowners, iwi and recreational user groups are progressing well, letters to
landowners involved and adjacent to the drop zones are being systematically sent out and
applications from consenting authorities are presently being sought.

Our programme this winter will be applied by two aerial contractors, Epro Ltd of Taupo and EcoFX
Ltd from Otorohanga; both companies are very experienced in aerial baiting and have been in the
industry for many years.

As stated in my earlier letter, all of the projects scheduled for control this winter have been worked
before. This is a four to five year maintenance phase following the same boundaries as when
initially treated.

With the exception of one strata within the Te Urewera contract (upper Waiau valley), the baiting
application rate over the rest of the projects will be between 1 and 2 kgs per ha. The Te Urewera
section (brown on map) will be at 3 kgs per ha as this area has not been successfully worked
before and results from a possum population trend monitor conducted last year has indicated a
catch rate of 29%.

The use of deer repellent for this season has only been budgeted for one strata and that is the
Waiau Valley area.

Prior to any control work commencing, the contractor will publically advertise application dates for
each project and as always Poison Warning Notices will be erected as and where required.

Please keep in mind that although we may be using less toxic bait the risk of 1080 in carcasses is
still a very real threat to any dogs in the area until at least six months after the application date.
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The following information listed below was supplied in my earlier letter and it outlines more detail
for each of the projects.

Winter 2012:

e Project one: Kokomoko, 6,289 ha. Situated directly off State Highway No 5
(Napier to Taupo) approximately 40 kilometres south-east of Taupo. This area of land is a
combination of Crown Estate (Kokomoko Range) managed by the Department of
Conservation (Murupara area office) and Central North Island Ilwi Holdings (CNI) managed
by Kaiangaroa Timberlands Ltd (KTL). The entire project is situated within the Taupo
District. The baiting will be cereal pellets applied at a rate of 1 kg per hectare. The timing
will be aimed at late April through to 30 June 2012. (Contractor, Epro Ltd)

¢ Project two: Te Urewera (7 strata), 55,269 ha. This project extends over a
combination of land within the southern Whirinaki Forest Park and the Te Urewera National
Park. Sections of this project area are under joint or co management with the Ngati Whare
Iwi and the Department of Conservation (Murupara area office). The entire operation is in
wilderness country with access limited to walking tracks or helicopter. The project lies
within the Taupo, Whakatane, Hastings and Wairoa Districts. The baiting will be cereal
pellets applied at a rate of 2 & 3 kg per hectare. The timing will be aimed at early May
through to 30 June 2012. (Deer repellent has been budgeted to be used over the Upper
Waiau Valley section) (Contractor, Epro Ltd)

e Project three: Willowflat (2 strata), 6,545 ha. This project was to be applied during
the winter of 2011 however this work was deferred for a year. A combination of both private
lands and Crown Reserves, (Department of Conservation Napier Office). The private land
extends over two commercial forestry blocks managed by Rayonier New Zealand and Pan
Pac Forest Products Ltd. Access to the block can be gained off S/H-way 2 (Napier/Wairoa)
via Willowflat Road or at Raupunga via Putere Road. The entire project is in the Wairoa
District. The baiting will be cereal pellets applied at a rate of 1.5 kg per hectare. The timing
will be aimed at early May through to 30 June 2012. (Contractor, Eco FX Ltd)

¢ Project four: Raupunga, 2,946 ha. This project was to be applied during the
winter of 2011 however this work was deferred for a year. This block too is a combination of
both private lands and Crown Reserves, (Department of Conservation Napier Office). The
private land is commercial forestry managed by Pan Pac Forest Products Ltd. Access to
the block can be gained off S/H-way 2 (Napier/Wairoa) at Raupunga via Putere Road. The
entire project is in the Wairoa District. The baiting will be cereal pellets applied at a rate of
1.5 kg per hectare. The timing will be aimed at early May through to 30 June 2012.
(Contractor, EcoFX Ltd)

e Project five: Makaroro- Ngaruroro, 8,158 ha. With the exception of one small
area this project takes in the north-eastern end of the Ruahine Forest Park managed by the
Department of Conservation Napier Office. The small area outside the Doc management
belongs to Big Hill Station. Access to this block is via Wakarara Road or off the Mangleton
Road. The project area lies within the Central Hawkes Bay and Hastings districts. The
baiting will be cereal pellets applied at a rate of 2 kg per hectare. The timing will be aimed
at early May through to 30 June 2012. (Contractor, Epro Ltd)
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The enclosed map outlines the geographical lay of these projects.
